CALL TO ORDER

District 12 VP Declan Lordan called the meeting to order at 10.30 hours. He recognised the presence of Members , Delegates , District officers , ISA staff and in particular ISA Executive Committee Members and the rector of SUAI , Dr. Anatoly Ovodenko.

1.  MINUTES OF THE MAY 2001 MEETING , NICE , FRANCE

Billy Walsh read the minutes from the District 12 Meeting that was held on 19th May 2001 in Nice France.

Note 1 : Minute 8.3(iii) : Publications Report corrected to read “ Jean Vieille reported that two French organisations (EXERA and GIMELEC) had translated 2 books for ISA recently ”.

Note 2 : Minute 12.4(i) : ISA Logo – Section Charters corrected to read “ Discussion took place about the ISA Logo and it was stated that all section bylaws would have to be revised by RTP so as to incorporate the new society logo ”.

The minutes were proposed for adoption by Tony Mahon and seconded by Gianfranca Sanzeni. Motion carried.

2.  MATTERS ARISING / CORRESPONDENCE

(i) The Conference and Exhibition that was held at the Bretby Conference Centre , Burton upon Tyne , Staffordshire , England from 13-14 March 2002 : David Norman stated that there would be a wrap-up meeting held shortly by the England section to analysis the pros and cons of hosting such an event in the future.

(ii) There was no correspondence to be dealt with under this agenda item.  

3.  FINANCIAL REPORT / BUSINESS PLAN

· Declan Lordan reported that he did not have a budget drafted presently due to pressures of work commitments and other ISA activities as DVP.

· Don Zee briefed all delegates present on the current financial status of the society.

· Zee stated that there seems to be a move away from the very large exhibitions to smaller regional vendor driven shows , hence the main annual revenue generator for ISA is seriously affected due to these new trends in attendances at large exhibitions. 

· Declan Lordan stated that he would submit a budget on behalf of District 12 at the Presidents Summer Meeting at RTP in June 2002 (Appendix I).

4.  DISTRICT DEVELOPMENT / MARKETING

· It was agreed by all members present that some new Sections need to be chartered this year to maintain the momentum of growth within the District .

5.  MEMBERSHIP REPORTS

· Declan Lordan stated that the present membership of the society stood at 38,500 members throughout the world with 9,000 of these new ISA members over the past year , and the retention rate is currently at 77% overall.

· Laura Crumpler reported that the Leinster and Rome Sections were struggling to survive and that they were presently inactive.

7.  STUDENT SECTIONS & STUDENT COMMITTEE REPORTS
· Alex Bobovitch, District 12 Student Committee Chairman, presented a comprehensive report concerning the activities of the Student Sections within the District.

· Bobovitch submitted a report from the 25 March 2002 ERSC meeting (minutes N18) held in St. Petersburg , Russia.

· Bobovitch also stated that a “roundtable internet session” took place in April 2002 with Italy , Poland , Spain and Russia participating. 

· Alex reported that a Student / Professor Exchange (12 people from each area) will take place between the Student Sections in St. Petersburg Russia and Catania in Italy during June/July 2002.

· Alex also stated that it was his goal to organise a 2 day Student Seminar (with one staff member and two students from each section) in conjunction with the BIAS Exhibition in Milan Italy during November 2002. 

· The 7th issue of the student newsletter EuroXchange was  published in the spring of 2002.

· Anabel Garcia presented a detailed report concerning the activities of the Valladolid Student Section in Spain.

8.  DISTRICT 12 SERVICES QUESTIONNAIRE

· Billy Walsh presented the statistics that were compiled from the D12 Services Questionnaire that was sent to all members within the district from the District 12 VP , Declan Lordan in conjunction with the February 2002 edition of the newsletter EuroXchange (Appendix II).

· There were 12 questions on the survey , but the one of most interest was concerning the need for locating an ISA Office in Europe. 

· The report stated that 2,749 members were mailed and the total number of responses was 37 members yielding a 1.35% response rate.

· David Norman stated that the response was poor and that it was not feasible to work with such low percentages.

· Bob Ives and Don Zee reminded all Delegates present of the recent financial challenges that are facing the society in relation to generating revenue.

· Laura Crumpler stated that the Marketing Department at RTP will need to look at this issue in more detail.

· It was agreed that Tony Mahon of the Ireland Section and John Medcalf of the Madrid – Spain Section would analysis responses from a proposed new format of questions that will be circulated to all members in their own respective Sections concerning the question of locating an ISA Office in Europe.

· It was proposed by Tony Mahon and seconded by Jan Bjorkman that the issue concerning an ISA Office in Europe be addressed at the forthcoming Presidents Fall Meeting in Chicago , October 2002. No further action was taken.

9.  EXHIBITIONS/CONFERENCES

· Piergiovanni Tira stated that the next OMC , Mediterranean Offshore (Oil and Gas) Conference & Exhibition will be held in Ravenna Italy , March 26-28 , 2003. The Italy section has been asked by OMC to cooperate with them and assist in organising this event for next year.

· Tira also made reference to a conference titled “ Fieldbus - A Practical Approach ” that will be hosted in conjunction with the BIAS Exhibition in Milan , 19-23 November 2002.

10.  KNOWLEDGE CENTRES

· Declan Lordan stated that there are now 4 Knowledge Centres Established or in the process of being set up within the District.  The Centres are in Ireland (2) , one in Poland and one in Russia.

11.  NEWSLETTER / WEBMASTER / PUBLICATIONS REPORT

· Declan Lordan stated that the first edition for 2002 of the District newsletter EuroXchange had been mailed to 2,749 members in February. 

· Lordan reported that it is his objective to have another edition of the newsletter published before the end of 2002.

· Lordan also thanked the District Webmaster , Eoin O’Riain for keeping the website up-to-date with current news and information.

12.  ANY OTHER BUSINESS   

INFORMATION ITEMS

12.1 Venue for the next District 12 Leadership Conference

· Piergiovanni Tira proposed that the 2003 ISA District 12 Leadership Conference and Council Meeting be held in Ravenna , Italy.

· Tira moved that the DLC be held 28-29 March 2003 to coincide with the OMC Conference and Exhibition. The motion carried. 

12.2 Election of District 12 Nominator / Alternate Nominator for 2003-2004

· Laura Crumpler stated that it is time to solicit nominations for a District 12 Nominator and Alternate Nominator for the period 2003-2004.

· District 12 Alternate Nominator, Billy Walsh will liaise with Crumpler  to ensure that all the District 12 Section Delegates and Section Presidents will be circulated with a nomination form over the next six weeks.
